La Paz, director of the Univer-
ity of New Mexico’s Institute of
Metearitles, puhlished a mathe-
matieal discussion of nearby
enrth satellites, natural and ar-
tificial, in the January-Febru-
ary, 1954, issue of the publica-
tiens of the Astronomical So-
ciety of the Pacific,

He wrote on employing such
gatellltes to test Einstein's theory
of reletivity.

La Paz brought Clyde Tom-
bavgh, who discovered Pluto,
the ninth major plapet, in 1930,
